Senior Citizens Assessment 

Freeze Homestead Exemption  

 
This exemption allows senior 

citizens who have a total 
household income of less than 

$55,000 and meet certain other 
qualifications to elect to maintain 

the equalized assessed value (EAV) 
of their homes at the base year 

EAV and prevent any increase in 
that value due to inflation. (the 

tax rate is not frozen) Qualified 
individuals must complete and file 

Form PTAX-340, Senior Citizens 
Assessment Freeze Homestead 

Exemption Application and 
Affidavit, each year with the 

Supervisor of Assessments.  

Please look for future Senior Events that 
may be held in your area. 

 

Who is eligible? 
 

The Senior Citizens Assessment Freeze 

Homestead Exemption qualifications for 

the 2009 tax year (for the property taxes 

you will pay in 2010), are listed below: 

You will be 65 or older during 2009. 

Your  total household income in 2008 

was $55,000 or less. 

On January 1st 2008 and January 1st 

2009 you: 

 -used the property as your principal 

 place of residence, 

 -owned the property, or had a legal 

 or equitable interest in the property 

 by a written instrument, or had a 

 leasehold interest in the property 

 used as a single family residence 

 and 

 -were liable for the payment of 

 property taxes. 

 

You do not qualify for  this exemption 

if your property is assessed under the 

mobile home privilege tax. 

 

 

You must attach the following 
to your application: 
 

Copy of the front page of your 2008 IRS 

1040 & your 2008 Social Security 1099 
If you did not file a 2008 IRS 1040ñ
submit a copy of the 2008 Social 

Security 1099 and ALL other household 
income verification for 2008. 

 

Copies of IRS income tax documents and application for Senior Citizens 

Assessment Freeze Homestead Exemption, are maintained by the Chief 

County Assessment Officer and are not for public inspection.
